
Proteger a los civiles de los peores efectos de la violencia y el abuso 
es, más que nunca, una preocupación creciente de los actores 
humanitarios. Un número sin precedentes de organizaciones 
humanitarias realiza ya actividades de protección. El ámbito de la 
agenda de protección también se ha ampliado. Lejos de referirse 
principalmente a los refugiados y los civiles y excombatientes en 
conflicto, la protección incluye actualmente a personas desplazadas 
como consecuencia de cualquier tipo de desastre, así como a 
un espectro más amplio de poblaciones en riesgo y a los propios 
trabajadores humanitarios.

El objetivo del seminario es debatir sobre las cuestiones de protección 
que son centrales en las crisis humanitarias actuales y discutir sobre 
la manera en que estas son interpretadas por los diferentes actores. 
Para ello, el seminario contará con sesiones relacionadas entre sí sobre 
conceptos de protección, estrategias de protección de la población 
civil, y la seguridad y protección de los trabajadores humanitarios.

Primera sesión: Conceptos sobre protección

El objetivo es analizar la manera en la que los diferentes agentes 
-políticos, militares, derechos humanos y humanitarios- interpretan y 
abordan la protección de la población civil. ¿Mantienen agendas de 
actuación convergentes o divergentes?

Actualmente se espera que los que trabajan en primera línea sepan de 
protección y sean capaces de atender tanto a las necesidades físicas 
de las personas como a su seguridad. ¿Cómo pueden tornarse más 
efectivas las estrategias de protección?

Esta sesión explorará la necesidad de proporcionar a los trabajadores 
humanitarios una mayor protección frente a los ataques, muertes y 
secuestros en todo el mundo, y la manera en la que dicha protección 
debería llevarse a cabo.

The Joint European Master’s in International Humanitarian Action is an

inter-university, multidisciplinary postgraduate programme that provides

high quality academic education and professional competencies for

personnel working or intending to work in the area of humanitarian action.

This European Master’s Degree was created in 1993 as result of

concerted efforts on the part of the Network on Humanitarian

Assistance (NOHA) Universities, working in close collaboration with two

Directorates-General of the European Commission: DG for Humanitarian

Aid (ECHO) and DG for Education and Culture. The initiative was a

response to a growing need for higher educational qualifications

specifically suited to addressing complex humanitarian emergencies.

An Erasmus Mundus Master’s Course (EMMC)

In September 2004, the European Commission awarded the NOHA Master’s

the status of an Erasmus Mundus Programme. The latter is a co-operation

and mobility programme in the field of higher education that promotes the

European Union as a centre of excellence in learning around the world. 

It provides EU-funded scholarships for a limited number of outstanding

third country nationals participating in Erasmus Mundus Master‘s Courses.

In 2005, NOHA was awarded by the European Commission Erasmus

Mundus Partnerships Programme in order to establish and develop a

framework for cooperation and student and scholar mobility between

the NOHA institutions and the following partner universities: Monash

University (Australia); Universidad Javeriana (Colombia); Bangalore

University (India); Universitas Gadjah Mada (Indonesia); Université

Saint-Joseph de Beyrouth (Lebanon); University of the Western

Cape (South Africa), and Columbia University (United States).

In addition to collaboration with and support from the European Union, the

NOHA Programme enjoys the backing of non-governmental organisations

(NGOs), inter-governmental organisations (IGOs), and other actors of the

humanitarian action community with whom the Network has strong

collaborative links.

More than a decade of experience has proved the Network

commitment and capacity to educate and train highly committed,

interdisciplinary persons who can act at all levels of humanitarian relief

operations and who can function in a variety of ways to enhance the

delivery of humanitarian assistance and sustainable actions.

Some 2.000 NOHA graduated professionals work in the field of

humanitarian relief and international co-operation. They hold various

positions of responsibility in all kinds of national and international agencies,

institutions, and organisations both in the field and at headquarters all

around the world. Such positions include project managers, administrators,

researchers, evaluators, consultants, and delegates. In 2003, the NOHA

Alumni Association was established with a view to enabling both students

on the Master‘s Course and NOHA-graduated professionals to establish and

maintain contact and collaboration with the NOHA family and the rest of

the world‘s humanitarian community.

Curriculum Development

The Joint European Master’s in International Humanitarian Action has

designed the following competencies:

I Systemic Competencies

• Capacity to develop a global vision of the context of conflict,

emergency, and vulnerable situations;

• Capacity to develop an interdisciplinary understanding and

comprehensive analysis of conflict and emergency situations;

• Capacity to develop ways of coping with consequences of disasters

and conflicts in close connection with beneficiaries, looking for

durable and self-sustainable solutions;

• Capacity to analyse complex emergencies and conflict situations;

• Awareness of the potential impact of humanitarian action on the life

of the beneficiaries;

• Capacity to assess ways of intervention used by humanitarian aid

agencies; and

• Capacity to assess consequences of international intervention and

programmes of reconstruction.

II Practical Competencies

• Capacity to organise and plan humanitarian relief operations;

• Ability to react and take decisions in an operational setting;

• Management and administration abilities;

• Appropriate use of evaluation methods and techniques;

• Good use of humanitarian relief techniques (from practice and

analysis of academic concepts);

• Skills to assess the relief context;

• Familiarity with humanitarian aid operations; and

• Capacity to anticipate problem situations and possible solutions.

III Personal Competencies

• Communication skills, including cross-cultural understanding;

• Innovation, flexibility, creativity in unpredictable contexts;

• Teamwork ability;

• Self-reliance and self-criticism; and

• Capacity to assume responsibilities.

Support Structures
NOHA is the first network of universities at the European level dealing

with the development of humanitarian action education. It seeks

greater professionalism and quality of service among humanitarian

action personnel through the provision of solid intellectual grounding

and the development of sound concepts and principles that lead to

«good practice». It also contributes to greater awareness of

humanitarian issues among the broader public and policy makers. 

In terms of structure, the network combines:

• A truly egalitarian decentralised system enabling each university to

institutionalise the programme as its own, with support at the

highest level; and

• A unity of purpose, a mission, a professional profile, and jointly

created academic structures, making the programme truly European.

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Protecting civilians from the worst effects of violence and abuse 
is, more than ever before, an active concern of aid actors.

The scope of the protection agenda has also 
expanded. No longer primarily related to refugees and civilians and 
ex-combatants in conflict, protection now includes people displaced 
as a consequence of all forms of disaster, as well as broader at-risk 
populations and the aid workers themselves. 

The aim of the seminar is to heighten awareness of serious protection 
issues central to contemporary emergencies and to discuss how they 
are interpreted by stakeholders working in humanitarian contexts. 
With this aim, the Seminar will comprise related sessions on concepts 
of  protection,  protection of civilian populations and security and 
protection of humanitarian workers.   

First Session: Concepts of Protection
What does protection in humanitarian action mean? Concepts of 
Protection, which analyses how different actors - political, military, 
human rights and humanitarian - understand and approach the 
protection of civilians. Convergent or divergent agendas?  

Second session: Protection of civilian population

Fieldworkers are now expected to know about protection and be able 
to work as much for people’s protection as for their physical needs. 
How could humanitarian protection strategies be more effective?    

Third session: Protection of humanitarian workers  

This session will explore the need to provide humanitarian workers 
better protection against attacks, killings and kidnapping throughout 
the world, and how such protection should be provided.
